Now I would like to update you on the projects the staff is working on:

New bow window at the classroom building. It looks great! A special
thanks to the Friends Group and Bird Club for helping to pay for the
cost of the window.

Sewer lines repairs: Codorus received a maintenance project to repiace
leaking manholes, and replacement of 10 sewer lines. Contractor
completed project on December 10,

Resource Management Projects: Park received money to fund a tree-
pruning project in the main launch and pool area. Dead trees and
dangerous trees will be trimmed.

Projects planned are to complete the rest of “C” loop in the campground
with electrical hook-ups. Repair the electrical surge problems in “D”
loop in the campground. Campground hazardous tree removal and
new tree planting.

Campground bathroom rehab of bathroom shower houses; painting and
new fixtures.

RANGER Report

An introduction to the ranger program at Codorus State Park.

Rangers provide a variety of services throughout the park to ensure a pleasant and safe visit by
the 1.5 million visitors per year. There are three classifications of rangers at Codorus State
Park: Ranger 1, DCNR Rangers, and Ranger Supervisor.

RANGER 1:

A Ranger | is a seasonal uniformed employee whose primary responsibilities are in the camp-
ground. The current Ranger 1 employees are Deb, Rod, and Helen.
Welcome and register visitors to the campground

Check them into campsites or cottages

Sell park permits, firewood, and ice

Patrol campground to provide information and assistance

Teach campers the rules and regulations

Man the park office on weekends to sell permits and collect fees
Man ticket booth at pool when needed

Provide first aid or CPR when necessary

Assist with traffic control

e Assist with search and rescue

e Provide assistance with some programs in the park

DCNR RANGERS

DCNR Rangers, also seasonal employees, are fully empowered police officers providing law
enforcement throughout the park. They have the same responsibilities as any other local police
agency, and they may be reached by calling 911 even when the park is closed.

In addition to performing or assisting with all of the Ranger 1 duties, the DCNR Rangers have
the following responsibilities:

« Investigate accidents, crimes, or complaints

e Issue citations, write criminal complaints, and serve warrants

Help prosecute cases on behalf of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania

Enforce both state and park laws and regulations

Protect the park and its patrons

Help provide a safe environment in the park

Assist local and state police

Coordinate search and rescue operations, taking charge of emergency situations

Patrol by vehicle, boat, bike or foot

Conduct water rescues

Assist visitors in a myriad of ways
